Introduction:

Three reasons why tithing is still the guideline and benchmark for today: 

1.  TITHING WAS PRACTICED BEFORE THE LAW BY ABRAHAM AND JACOBτIT'S THE ONLY 

PERCENTAGE AMOUNT RECORDED ANYWHERE BEFORE THE LAW WAS ESTABLISHED; 

2. TITHING WAS GIVEN DURING THE LAW AND COMMANDED TO BE RECEIVED FROM 

EVERYONE.  SOME MISTAKENLY SAY IT WAS A TAX TO CARE FOR THE THEOCRACY, BUT THE BIBLE 

NEVER CALLS IT A TAX AND THERE ARE MANY TIMES THEY HAD TO PAY TRIBUTES. 

3. TITHING IS NOT IN THE NEW TESTAMENT BUT MANY THINGS ARE NOT REINTRODUCED IN 

THE NEW TESTAMENT THAT ARE STILL VALID. 

Some things were clearly removed (dietary laws, day of worship, circumcision).  However

2 Corinthians 9:7 "I want each of you to take plenty of time to think it over, and make up 
your own mind what you will give. That will protect you against sob stories and 
arm-twisting. God loves it when the giver delights in the giving." The Message 

In Exodus, the people were asked to give a special offering above their tithe in order to 
build the temple.  The people brought gold and many other possessions to the Lord.  
Moses had to stop the people from giving because they were so cheerful in their giving 
that Moses had too much.  

 

Barry Sanders, one of the greatest running backs ever, got his $2.1 
million bonus.  He was accused of being greedy.  But Sports

When 
the two are balanced it results in wisdom and warmth in our walk with the Lord.  An 
intimate relationship with God requires personal time with him alone.

You are likely to be more rested, your mind is less cluttered, and it's often the quietest 
time!
